Lower North Island Golf Croquet Teams Event

Conditions
1. The event is open to the following associations: Hawkes Bay, Manawatu-Wanganui, South Taranaki, Taranaki, Wairarapa, Wellington
2. Each association may enter one team of 4 players. To be eligible to participate a player must be a financial member of a constituent club of the association (by the deadline for handicaps in paragraph 5).

3. The team will consist of one player for each of the following divisions:  Division 1: handicaps 0 to 2; Division 2: handicaps 3-5, Division 3: handicaps 6-8; Division 4: handicaps 9-16.

4. A player may play in a division if their handicap is within or higher than the division range.

5. Eligibility for divisions will be determined by handicap at 8.00 am on 1 January if the event is held on the third or fourth weekend of January. Otherwise by the date notified to associations, which must be at least 3 weeks before the event.

6. The format will depend on the number of teams entered.  For 5 or 6 teams one batch of Doubles (Division 1 plus Division 2; Division 3 plus Division 4) with 19-point games and one batch of Singles (within Divisions) with 13-point games.  If only 4 teams enter there will be a second set of Doubles (Division 1 plus Division 4, Division 2 plus Division 3), plus a repeat Singles Round Robin, with 13-point games throughout.  The Event will not run for fewer than 4 teams.
7. All games will be level i.e. not handicap. 
8. Time limits will apply (normally 1 hour for 13-point games, 90 minutes for 19-point games).
9. The winning team is determined by the total number of games won.  In the event of a tie on wins the trophy will be shared.

10. If a team would otherwise be deficient by one player another association (not necessarily the host) may provide a substitute.  Two associations may enter a combined team of two from each.  In either case the results of all games count.

11.  An association may replace any nominated player prior to the start of the event.
12.  A game should be delayed by up to 30 minutes if, because of illness or injury, a player is unable to begin a game when due to do so or becomes unable to complete a game but is expected to recover quickly.
13. If a player becomes ill or injured during the event and is thereby prevented from taking further part in the event then:
(a) The results for all games completed by the player prior to the illness/injury are counted towards the totals of the relevant teams.

(b) The player’s team may arrange for a replacement player from that association or, subject to Condition 10, from another association.
(c) The game in progress at the time the player became unable to continue and all subsequent games involving the incapacitated player for which a suitable replacement player was not available are scored as half a win to each team.
14. The New Zealand Croquet Council Tournament Regulations apply for any matters not covered above.
15. The order of venues will be: Wellington (2016-7), South Taranaki, Manawatu-Wanganui, Wairarapa, Taranaki, Hawkes Bay.
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
